Critical Actions Sheet

· You are the receiving party (inform dispatch)
(Go slow you are in control)
⁮ Make announcement on radio with location of accident and number of people involved. Are beacons on any of the victims?

⁮ Secure witness and have them return to scene. (Preferred with a patroller with a radio).

· Notify the following-


⁮ Park dispatch

⁮ Lead Ranger

· Hasty (dispatch in 10 minutes or less) may consist of competent helpers

⁮ Assign an individual to assume Operations at the accident site. 

⁮ Beacon searchers.

⁮ Avalanche pack with markers (SAR cache and Ski patrol vehicle).

⁮ Make sure all rescuers have shovel, probe and beacons.
⁮ Brief team quickly on route of travel and any safety items.

⁮ Flag your route to scene.

⁮ appoint a scribe and take notes. 


⁮ Request an ambulance.



⁮ Send sled with oxygen and backboard to scene.

On arrival at accident scene-

· You are Operations until Operations is transferred. 

(Go slow you are in control)

⁮ Check for safety issues and establish an escape route.

⁮ Switch all beacons to search (double check this physically, common error)
⁮ Start beacon search.

⁮ Mark, check and probe all clues.

⁮ Locate last scene points and try to establish route of travel and most likely burial locations.
⁮ Probe most likely areas.
⁮ Probe strike 
· Leave probe start shoveling 1.5 times the distance below victim.

· Use strategic shoveling rotate shovelers.

⁮ Communicate with Incident Command on resource needs

⁮ Appoint probe line leaders and scribe as needed
⁮ Establish a staging area for additional hasty teams and Toboggan
