Uniform and Equipment Protocol 


Please help us keep track of our new uniforms and park equipment. We have come up with a process that will aid our Weekend Leaders in keeping track of new uniforms and park equipment. However, we need you to follow a few simple steps. 

1. No uniform item or any other park item can leave the Park without Authorized Permission by an Authorized Park Person.
2. All Park property needs to be signed out before use and checked in by Authorized Personnel. Do not sign gear and uniforms out to yourself, or sign your gear back in by yourself.
3. Have your Weekend Leader sign out your uniform item according to its ID number in the Uniform Sign-out Log at the beginning of your weekend duty.
a. Each item is hung up in numerical order.
b. Each item has its own hanger. 
c. Each hanger has its own ID Tag accordingly to the ID number of the uniform item assigned to that hanger.

4. When you have finished your duty shift for the weekend, have your Weekend Leader log the uniform item into the Uniform Sign-out Log.  

a. Hang uniform item back up in its proper order and on its appropriate hanger.

i. According to its ID item number
ii. And its hanger ID tag number that matches the uniform ID number.  

5. Please hang up the item in the room you found it in.
6. Please help us keep track of our hangers with their associated tags. 

Washing
Washing instructions are printed on a white tag inside our garments. Following our garment instructions will help make sure that your gear has a long, interesting life. In general, washing your gear in cold or warm water with mild powder laundry soap (non-toxic, biodegradable types preferred) and drying it on the line are the best ways to clean Patagonia® products. 

Replenishing Water-Repellency
Most waterproof/breathable shells on the market are originally treated with a Durable Water-Repellant finish (DWR), which keeps the outer fabric from becoming saturated so that the breathable barrier can do its job. This coating needs to be replenished once per season or more often if the piece gets a lot of use or washing. If water is no longer beading up on your shell, it’s time to put on another finish. Our favorites are Nikwax® products, though there are many good products on the market. Whatever you choose, be-sure to use a spray-on for two-layer garments (with a hanging mesh liner) or a wash-in for three-layer garments (with an interior fabric protecting the barrier). If the situation does not change, please send us the garment and we’ll take a look (see Returns and Exchanges).
