I.   
Equipment 
1. Check-out items as needed

a. Uniforms, keys, beacons, radios, probes, first aid pack, shelters, etc.

b. Fill-in equipment check-out sheets (Patrol Quarters, Com Ctr., SAR Cache) 

2. Ski patrol truck 

a. Shovel-out garage bay entrance (do not drive over snow burms at entrance)

b. Fuel the truck (fill when below two-thirds tank for emergency readiness)
c. Store truck in  parking bay after daily use

i. Open windows slightly to allow drying of the interior
II.
Trail Maintenance (signage and route poles)
1. EAST RIM Trail Head  (TH)
a. No Snowshoeing or…

b. Raven  (Lower TH)                  

2. NO STOPPING IN AVALANCHE CHUTE (2 signs) Located 1/8 mile from HQ/Visitor Center along roadway going towards Rim
3. WEST RIM TH
a. No Snowshoeing in ski tracks…; route poles below caldera edge
4. HEMLOCK TH (2) at parking  lot and Snowman pullout at lower roadway
5. DUTTON CREEK TH sign at beginning of West Rim Trail below roadway
6. DANGER KEEP BACK (2 signs)  Located on Rim at old parking lot
a. Poles and ropeline at Caldera edge above visitor parking area
7. HEMLOCK (TH) No Snowshoeing in ski tracks or…

a. Raise 40 (varies each year) snow poles  (orange route poles)  

8. RAVEN Top TH
9. MAZAMA LOOP TH 

a. No Snowshoeing or…

b. Raise 26 (varies yearly) orange route poles

10. PCT SOUTH  TH on HWY 62 West
11. PCT NORTH  TH  (across roadway from PCT South)
12. PUMICE FLAT TH
13. Carry blue trail markers/diamonds, nails, hammer, saw, and perform necessary replacements whenever possible
14. Fill-out trail reports, “Trails Skied at-a-glance” chart, Miller Cup chart, etc.
III.
Training (weekend, special event) 
1. Plan training based on candidate(s) needs, when applicable
2. Use handbooks, training modules, videos for references; Rangers assist
3. Mileage/conditioning skiing 

IV.
Ranger or Patrol Directed Projects

1. Shoveling snow, Snowmobile duty, raise Weather Station, Snow Survey & research, Trail Marking, Emergency operations, assist Visitors, etc.

V.
House Keeping
1. Shovel-out house entrance before, during, after daily patrol duty
2. Keep 87A, room # 3 (room with Patrol uniforms), locked when away 
3. Check-in all uniforms on last day,  hang to dry
4. Clean house before leaving

5. Take garbage to compactor in Maintenance Building
6. Leave notice of needed repairs etc. with Ranger and Patrol Leader
VI.
Equipment Return

1. Check-in all Patrol items and equipment
a. Return items to Com Center, SAR cache: hang wet items to dry

b. Complete check-out sheets to indicate items returned 

c. Leave notice/documentation of items in need of repair with Ranger
